Our current, state-of-the-art facilities were purpose-built in 
2006. They were designed and constructed by 
Aristo Developers.

Our goal was to have a comfortable, safe, accessible and 
aesthetically pleasing building with well-resourced, specialised 
teaching and recreation areas.
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The intake process follows various stages, depending on the age of the pupil.

All Kindergarten children are admitted on the basis of an interview with the parents, subject to availability of 
places. We accept children over two years and six months who can use the toilet independently.  

Children who apply for Reception, Year 1 or Year 2 are assessed informally.  In cases where the child has 
attended school before, reports and samples of work are essential for the application and selection process.

All applicants for Years 3 to 6 of the Primary School and Years 7 to 10 of the Secondary School are formally 
examined in English and Mathematics.  Greek-speaking pupils are also examined in Greek.

Applicants for AS and A Level courses are accepted on the basis of the results they have achieved at 
IGCSE/GCSE or AS Level.  Applicants with AS levels applying for A level courses may only do so if they are 
transferring credits from the same Examination Board. Applicants who do not have IGCSE/GCSE 
qualifications will take formal entrance tests.
